
 

 

#287-045-001 MY COCOON 

Bonnet  

Ladies’ size 

 

Materials: WOOLADDICTS HONOR (Suri alpaca, extrafine merino) 100 g = 2 balls of pine 

1084.0218. ADDI knitting needles, size US 8 (5 mm) and 10 (6 mm). 

 

PATTERN STITCHES 

Stockinette st: 

  US 10 (6 mm) needles: Stockinette st = knit on RS, purl on WS. 

Rib st: 

  US 8 (5 mm) needles: K1:P1 rib: * k1, p1, rep from *.  

Double knitting: 

  US 8 (5 mm) needles: Double knitting:  

 RS & WS: * sl1 purlwise, k1, rep from *. 

 

Note: Work the edge sts in pattern. The hat is knitted from the bottom up. The tie is worked in 

double knitting and then sewn onto the border. 

 

Gauge: Stockinette st, US 10 (6 mm) needles: 

18 sts = 4” (10 cm), 25 rows = 4” (10 cm). 

 

BONNET 

Cast on 74 sts with US 10 (6 mm) needles.  

Work in stockinette st (k on RS, p on WS), decreasing at the beginning and end of every 4th row 

as follows: 

Dec Row (RS): k1 (edge st), k2, sl1, k1, psso, work to the last sts, k2tog, k2, k1 (edge st) – 2 

sts decreased.  

Rep dec every 4th row 5 times. 

When all decreases have been completed you will have 64 sts.  

When your work measures 8¾“ (22 cm) from the cast-on, cut yarn.  

On RS, leave 24 sts either side of center 16 sts. 

Note: When decreasing either side of the center sts, you will be working 1 st from the sts left 

each side. In this way you are reducing the sts each side. 

Continue working over center 16 sts and dec as follows: k15, sl1, k1, psso, turn.  

Row 1 (WS): sl1 purlwise, p14, p2tog, turn.  

Row 2: sl1 purlwise, k14, sl1, k1, psso, turn.  

Rep rows 1 & 2 until only the 16 sts in the center remain, then bind off these 16 sts.  

Border: With US 8 (5 mm) needles, pick up 79 sts along the cast-on edge and work in rib.  



 

 

When border measures 1½“ (4 cm), bind off all sts loosely, in pattern.  

Fold the border in half and sew in place on the inside.  

Tie: Using the Italian method (see Important Information), cast on 6 sts with US 8 (5 mm) 

needles = 10 sts after 4 rows.  

Now begin double knitting: on RS & WS: * sl1 purlwise, k1, rep from * to end.  

Continue working until the tie is about 35½” (90 cm) long.  

Bind off all sts using the Italian method (see Important Information).  

 

FINISHING 

Sew tie in place, in the middle of the border. Sew in ends. Block as desired.
